Cantar los colores

Each activity may be applied to each color.

Language Arts: Book Introduction (Application)

Demonstrate the cover of the book to the students. Ask the following questions: Tell me something about
the cover of the booke What do you think the hidden words say on each color strip? Read and track
the title and author. Demonstrate the table of contents from each column: colors, nursery rhyme
melodies and pages. Compare and confrast a story book with a music book.

Oral Language: Vocabulary and comprehension

Introduce vocabulary starting with the first object of each color. Using color brown (café) ask the
following questions: What is the first object called (mueble de madera)? What is furniture (muebles)
made of? Point to the description of the object (mueble). Continue same procedure for the rest of the
colors.

Phonemic Awareness: Letter recognition and application

Before beginning this activity review all the letters of the alphabet using the alphabet sirip. Review the
sound of each letter. Ask the following questions: Look at the word café. What letter does it begin with?
How many syllables are in the word café?e Allow children to clap the syllables in the word café.

Math: Patterns

1. Use the colors fo make patterns on a paper strip. Label the patterns by writing the number under the
color. Label each color with its appropriate name.

2. Use the clips from the book to construct patfterns. Example: apple apple bird apple apple bird....etc.
Construct simple to complex patterns.

Geography: Map skills and comparing

Use the yellow color for this activity. Nuevo Leén is a northern state of Mexico.

Activity: Demonstrate a world map. Identify and label with push pins each child’s birth state or city.
Follow-up activity: Use an orange to represent the continent of the USA. Peel the orange and use the
individual sections to represent the states and the seeds are the cities. Compare and contrast cities and
tfowns.

Graph: Constfruct a graph of the cities and states that were identified above.
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
