Cantar las vocales

Each activity may be applied to each vowel.

Language Arts: Book Introduction and evaluation

Demonstrate the cover of the book to the students. Ask the following questions: What can you fell me
about the cover of this booke What is the name of these letters (teacher points fo each letter). What do
you think the bumble bee is saying?

Read and track the title, author and illustrator. Explain the difference between an author and an
illustrator. Use the printed word Cantar in the title fo discuss the difference between a story book and a
music book. Before listening to the songs, explain the format of the content of the book. Example: This
book is divided info three or four sections per page, each section is infroduced with a color. Track the
sequence of reading this style of book. Allow students to listen to all the songs first, then go back and
repeat each individual vowel per day.

Language Arts: Rhyming words
Using each line, select the words that rhyme and add more words using the ending sound. Example:
abrid, aceptd

Language Arts: Compare and analyze

Infroduce the name of each character, example: Elsa Estrella. Describe the characteristics, initial letter of
name and number of syllables. Compare the characters in the book to the students. Ask the following
questions: How are you different from the characters in the book? How are you alike2 Ask each student
to write his/her name on a piece of paper and tack it on the word wall under the appropriate letter.

Health: Character Education

Infroduce the characters from each letter. Using the vowel /a/ infroduce the following vocabulary:
alegre, aburria, amable, feliz, sorprendido. Arrange students in groups and perform a skit that will
infroduce a specific feeling while students identify and describe the feeling.

Oral Language: Vocabulary

Infroduce vocabulary with each vowel using the objects from each section. Example: regalo,
aspiradora, alfombra, determine which word does not belong using the initial sound. Continue same
process with each vowel.

Phonemic Awareness: Lelter Recognition

Infroduce each vowel. The vowel's name and sound are the same. Consonant sounds and name are
different. Demonstrate the difference between a sound and name of the letter. Count the consonants
and count the vowels. Compare and contrast the consonants with the vowels.

Ask these questions: How many words begin with the vowel /a/ in each colored sectiong How many
words are in capital (upper case) letters and how many in small (lower case) letters in each colored
section.

Syllables: Count the number of syllables in each word that begins with the sound /a/.

Mathematics: Patterns and application

Demonstrate that most words come in patterns. Example: abeja has vowel consonant vowe!
consonant vowel. Demonstrate several examples and allow children fo explore with other words from
each section.
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
